2. Review images in a PowerPoint slide show and manipulate props that illustrate geologic
concepts of plate movements.

3. Diginto “time capsules” holding artifacts and images that reveal clues to five significant time
periods in the geologic evolution of the Lake Champlain Basin.

4. Through discussion, clarify geologic processes (ice, plate movement, volcanoes, weathering)
and how they helped shape the region today.

5. Reinforce the concepts of slow yet constant changes in geology.
